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Mr. Yamashita, after graduating from high school, he worked
at various jobs as Poutarou (job-hopping), before joining the
unlicensed workshop for persons with disabilities “Yamanami
Cooperative Workshop” as a support staff in 1989. In 1990,
he established “Atelier Korobokkur,” where he focuses on
building mutual trust, respecting everyone’s thoughts and
pace, and fostering creative expression to help them live
authentically. Since 2008, he has served as the director of the

Atelier Yamanami.
